RESOLUTION NO. 03-035

Extending Timelines for the PortlandlMultnomah County Food Policy Council, a Subcommittee
of the PortlandlMultnomah County Sustainable Development Commission

The Multnomah County Board of Commissioners Finds:

a) On June 20, 2002, the Board approved formation of a PortlandiMultnomah County Food
Policy Council, comprised of 11 members serving one-year terms. The Council was
directed to report their recommendations on food issues to the Board by June 1, 2003.

b) Significant work has been accomplished by the Food Policy Council to date including
completion of a Food Policy Inventory, governing principles, and a plan for outreach
activities.

c) Additional time is required to complete outreach activities that would enhance the quality
and acceptability of final recommendations.

d) Food Policy Council members are committed to meeting the original intent of Resolution
No. 02-093 and are willing to extend their appointed terms.

The Multnomah County Board of Commissioners Resolves:

1. To extend the deadline for recommendations from the Food Policy Council from June 1,
2003 to November 1,2003.

2. To extend the terms for Food Policy Council members from July 1,2003 to December 1,
2003.
